What to do if you test positive for COVID-19

Individuals who test positive for COVID-19 should follow advice
from the BC Centre for Disease Control, which includes:

® How long to self-isolate depending on vaccination status

® How to report a positive test result

As public health is not contacting every person who tests positive, they will no longer be issuing school exposure
letters for individual cases for principals to distribute.

How travel quarantine periods impact children returning to school in-person

For those returning from travelling outside of Canada - even for
short day trips — please follow quarantine requirements:

® Unvaccinated and partially vaccinated children and youth
up to and including 17 years of age are subject to the
14-day quarantine requirement

® During quarantine, children cannot attend school in-person

Families planning to travel or who have returned from international travel are encouraged to check the
Government of Canada’s website for the most up-to-date quarantine and testing requirements.
