Othello Exam Review – Eng 12 (A)

	The final exam for Othello is on Tuesday, December 17/24. It is out of 39 marks. This exam is closed book – no notes, texts or devices will be permitted when you are writing.

Exam Formatting

Part I – Matching (10 marks)
	This section will test your knowledge about the characters in the play. Be familiar with the names of all of the characters in the play and be sure you can identify them and explain their role in the plot.
Part II – Short Answers (7 marks)
	This section will focus on comprehension and analysis of the plot line of the play as a whole. Be familiar with the major events (and characters) in the play that drive the plot line forward.
Part III – Quotations (10 marks)
	You will be given a series of quotes from the play that are of major significance to the plot development. You will be given the quote as well as the act, scene and line numbers as this information SHOULD help you to place what was being said when and by whom. You will be required to identify the speaker of the quote and provide a detailed explanation about the significance of the quote to the play.
Part IV – Paragraph responses (12 marks)
	You will have TWO prompts to address in paragraph format worth 6 marks each. These prompts will be broader and more overarching with regard to the play and its themes. Your responses will highlight your ability to analyze the play and understand its many characters and meanings. As you will not have your text available to you, quotes are not required.
