EXAM FORMATTING: The exam is out of 60 marks. It is divided into five sections:

Part A: Matching definitions (terminology) – 10 marks
(relating to ALL definitions found in the terminology booklet)

Part B: Definitions and examples from the stories in our unit – 10 marks
(give the definition of terms and then provide an example of that term from stories in our unit; you can only reference each story once in this section). 

Sample question exemplar:

Protagonist: the main character in a story; example: Paul from “The Rocking-Horse Winner”

Part C: Short answers (19 marks)
(analysis style questions on the short stories covered in this unit)

Part D: Analysis (9 marks)
(multiple choice questions relating to the analysis of a short story that you’ll read which has not been covered in our unit; this will allow me to see how well you are able to put the knowledge you have gained in this unit to work)

Part E: Composition (12 marks)
(minimum TWO paragraph composition on a choice of two prompts, both of which relate to the short story read for Part D)
