Module #1: Exploring patterns and probability
Dear parents, 

In this module, we will explore different pattern formations and probability. You can help practise these concepts at home by doing the following activities, or create your own!


Ask your child to sort all the cutlery as you are setting the table. Ask them to state the similarities and differences (for example, they all have a handle; the forks have sharp ends etc)





At home, go on a pattern hunt with your child. Try to find objects have lots of repeating patterns. Ask your child to describe the pattern,








Ask your child to sort the laundry and see what type of pattern they come up with. Discuss why they chose to sorting method that they did and what each group has in common. 





Create a pile of shoes, all different colours and sizes. Ask your child to sort them based on: winter/summer; with laces/without; adults/child etc. Ask them, “How do you know what category to place that shoe in? 





Create a pattern of colours (green-red-green-red; yellow-yellow-blue) using markers or crayons. Ask them to describe the pattern and what comes next.
