Module #2: Exploring numbers
Dear parents, 

In this module, we will explore numbers. You can help practise these concepts at home by doing the following activities, or create your own!

Play memory games with playing cards 1-5. Have your child find the matching numbers. To provide more of a challenge, have your child write out cards with numbers 1,2,3,4,5 (or higher) and draw out another set of cards with images representing 1,2,3,4,5.





When out shopping, ask your child to look for numbers 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10 in the aisles, prices, cash registers etc





Ask your child to show you a group of objects that represents the numbers 1,2,3,4,5. Provide them with buttons, pennies or paper clips that they can use. Ask them, “can you show me the number 5?”�“





After a shopping trip, count the number of things you have bought as you take them out of the bag. 





When setting the table, ask your child, “How many more glasses do we need?” “How many more plates” etc. A variation of this could done with baking as well.
