Module #3: Exploring Geometry and Measurement
Dear parents, 

In this module, we will be learning about forms and objects in three dimensions. Your child will also learn about comparing objects that are bigger, smaller, and equal as well as more or less notions. You can help practise these concepts at home by doing the following activities:


Ask your child to search for objects around the house. Ask them to look for shapes that have the same form as a ball, a box, a can etc. There are many options so be creative!





Give your child a bag filled with groceries. Ask them to sort the objects by their form. Get them to explain the rule or reasoning for the sort.





Ask your child to compare the length of their shoes to that of other family members. Verify that the measurements are correct, use a ruler if necessary and discuss which one is longer and shorter.





Present two glasses that are different sizes. Ask your child which will hold more. Fill one glass entirely with water. Then pour the contents of that glass into the other to see which of the two could hold more liquid.





Place a solid in a brown paper bag. Ask your child to touch the object in the bag and to describe it to you. If necessary, ask questions such as “Does it feel round?”, “Does it have a flat surface?” and so on
