Module #4: Exploring numbers to 10
Dear parents, 

In this module, we will explore numbers 1 to 10. You can help practise these concepts at home by doing the following activities:



Ask your child to identify numbers in their surroundings, for example on prices when grocery shopping, telephone numbers, addresses, elevator buttons etc!





Ask your child to create an ensemble that contains 6,7,8,9 or 10 objects. Ask them, “How can you create a group of 9 cars?” or “Can you show me 7 stars?” 





When setting the table, count out the number of napkins, forks, plates and other objects to 10. Mix up these items and count them again. Show your child that mixing up the objects does not change their number. 





Ask your child to count from 1- 10 using their fingers and to count from 10-1 using their toes. Find other combinations that have the practising ascending and descending orders





Ask your child to make a combination of 6,7,8,9 or 10 using 2 objects. Ask them, “How can you represent 9 with 2 objects”?





Use playing cards and play a game of which number is higher. For example, you put down a 5 and your child puts down a 9. You then ask, “Which number is higher, a 5 or a 9?” Use only the ace through 10 cards.
