d)  Do you think being on a magazine cover means the person is a leader? Why or why not?
e) Why do you think many people believe a person has to do something monumental to be considered a leader?

· One Page (one sided)
· Magazine Name (Masthead; ex: TIME, Newsweek, PEOPLE etc)
· Headline (the main article about you)
· Central Image (you)
· Other Feature Articles (other articles that are found in the magazine)
· Magazine Info (price, date etc.)
· Colour/Layout (should be clear and attract attention)
· Secondary Images (optional)
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
