Morning Work:

Math: Today, we will be talking about creating tally charts for our surveys. Our unit project will be to create a tally chart and various types of graphs to show our information and data collected. Where have you seen a tally chart before in our classroom?

Remember that with a tally chart, we group the tallies into groups of 5. The fifth lines goes diagonally across to make a group, so it is easy to count the numbers.
