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I’m happy to share that Maywood Grade 6/7 students have been given the fortunate opportunity to participate in a fully funded safe bike riding program being offered this Spring through HUB Cycling.

The program, Learn2Ride is a fun, interactive course that aims to build students’ cycling skills, awareness, and confidence. The course is delivered over 2 on-line sessions, and one in-person lesson on MAY 10th on the Maywood field (or Bonzor). Students are asked to bring their bikes on this day.

Maywood has chosen a hybrid delivery method (mix of online and in-person) which aligns with our Burnaby District COVID-19 safety guidelines. That means that when HUB instructors come to visit the school, lessons will be delivered outside in the open air. Each class will be taught individually in their own 75 minute block. To make this course accessible to everyone, HUB can provide some bikes and helmets for students who don’t have their own, however it is strongly recommended that students should try to borrow a bike from friends or family first, before requesting a bike. 

Please bring your own bike and helmet on May 10th if you have one,
as HUB cannot supply a full class-set.




Students not feeling confident enough to ride their bikes to school May 10th should have someone drop their bike off for them in the morning. Students should come with both a bike lock and helmet.
